Registration/Check-in: 7:00 am - 7:45 a.m. at 12th and Ocean Avenues, Seaside Park 

1-1/2 Mile Race starts at 12th Avenue - ends at 'N' Street - Start Time: 8:00 am. 
 
Course:  Northward swim parallel to the coast line.  Swimmers enter the water (group start), proceed 

 around the start buoy (keep buoy on left) and head north.  The race ends at 'N' Street.  
Swimmers must swim around finish buoy (keep buoy to left)  head into beach, run through the 
chute to the results table - turn in the pre-numbered marker to the score keepers.  There will be 
a time limit of l hour and 15 minutes for the course. 

 
Breakfast:  The Breakfast, open to everyone, is held at the ocean race finish (around 'N' Street).  It 
features bagels, donuts, fresh fruit, juice, coffee and some hot entrees. 
 
Beach Access: Beach access is no charge for the duration of the race, but if you and your family 
would like to spend the remainder of the day on the beach, daily beach badges are available.

male and female finishers in each of the following age groups:  14 and Under; 15-19; 
20-29; 30-39; 40-49; 50-59; 60 and up; lifeguard division; and Master’s Swimming 
Division age groups 30-39; 40-49; 50-59 and 60 and up.  Masters must provide a copy 
of their current USMS registration card to be eligible.
